
Introduction 

Since October 2014, the Freedom Fund has supported a program to address bonded labour among 
the 
Harawa-Charawa community within Dhanusa, Siraha, and Saptari districts. After five years with 
high levels of 
investment, we have succeeded in some programmatic areas and experienced challenges in 
implementing others. Likewise, Dalit JanaKalyan Yuba started to work with the Freedom Fund in 
2018 in Lahan and Dhangadhimai Municipalities, Sakhuwanankarkatt, Aurahi, Bariyarpatti and 
Laxmipurpattari Rural municipalities to enhance Harawa Charawa agriculture bounded labourers 
in these municipalities. 

Project goal: To demand a rehabilitation package and dignify living in the society. 

Project Outcomes:-  

Outcome one: Minimum wage provisions within the law are implemented and enforced by local 
government to ensure bonded labourers earn a fair wages. 

Outcome two: Capacity of HC Network members is strengthened in Siraha district to advocate 
with government through demands rights and services for their communities.  

Outcome three: HarawaCharawa communities are connected to the movement to end bonded 
labour. 

Outcome four: Economic empowerment and Sustainability of HC agriculture bonded labour 
community in SE Nepal. 

Outcome five: Contribute to ensuring the education rights of children from the HC community.  
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
